Application Forms can be duly filled through online through our college website
(stjohnscollege.edu.in). The cost of the application form for admission to the
B.A./B.Sc./B.Com. courses is Rs.100/- for Post Graduate courses is Rs.150/-
and for the M.Phil. courses Rs.200/- . Filled in applications must be submitted to
the Principal either in Person or by post before the last date. However, students
are advised to submit their filled in application forms within 10 working days
from the date of the release of the 12th Standard results. Both men and woman
candidates may apply for all UG and PG courses.

For PG Admission, students can apply with the mark statement of the first five
semesters, if they do not have the VI semester results. However the selected
students should produce the statement of marks for semester VI, as soon as it is
released.

The list of provisionally selected candidates will be displayed on the College
notice board. The candidates will have to appear for a personal interview along
with their



Parents / legal guardians. The following certificates must be produced in
original at the time of the interview.

The selected candidates must be prepared to pay the fees immediately. Failure
of the provisionally selected student to appear for the interview or to pay the fee
within two days from the date of interview will result in the cancellation of
their selection.

As the original Transfer Certificate and the statement of marks will not be
returned to the admitted candidates, they are advised to retain sufficient number
of attested photo copies of the same before submitting the originals at the office.
Admission is subject to verification of Statement of Mark by the Director of
Government Examination and if the Statement of Mark is found to be bogus,
admission is liable for cancellation besides criminal action being taken. The
incomplete applications and the applications received after the deadline will be
rejected.

Students
must earn a minimum of 140 credits to get the UG degree and90 credits to get
the PG degree.
